The Dam Bureau proposes to drop the vertical water elevation of the lake 15 feet in order to repair the in-lake drain structure.  Reportedly, the structure has a wooden gate, which has rusted hardware and needs to be replaced.  The proposed 15 feet draw down would be for two weeks.  The Dam Bureau representatives, Fish & Game biologists, Town board members, and representatives from other interested groups have been notified to attend this meeting.

2. Pierre Melzer Property – J.P. Marzullo asked Ed Cobbett to please contact Pierre Melzer in regards to his 5-acre parcel of property.
