Call to Order:
Chairman Ed Cobbett called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.

Attendance:
Chairman Ed Cobbett, Gary Bono, Betsey McNaughten, Bob Garland, and Keith Johnson.

Treasurer’s Report:

Thus far, expenditures were $1,293.45 from a budget of $2,256.00.

Correspondence:
The communications were reviewed by the members of the Commission.  No actions were taken.

Old Business:
1.
A motion was made by Bob Garland and seconded by Gary Bono to accept the June meeting minutes as printed.  All were in favor.

2.
PSNH Bartlett Hill Road Restoration – Ed Cobbett reported that Travis Beard should have the gates completed before the next meeting.  Gordon Russell donated $1,000.00 towards the cost of the gates.

3.
Conservation Campers – Two campers are all set to attend camp.  The Deering Fish & Game and the Deering Association have made the donations to send the second camper.

4.
Martin Case ZBA Hearing Decision – This case was approved by the ZBA.  Ed Cobbett showed plans to the members regarding acreage and boundary errors.  This plan was not completed by an engineer or land surveyor.  Ed Cobbett drafted a response in support of the LaPorte’s appeal.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Betsey McNaughten to appeal the ZBA decision on behalf of the DCC.  Ed Cobbett opposed this motion.  A letter will be drafted and submitted before the deadline to appeal the ZBA decision on behalf of the DCC.

5.
Downstairs Storage Room – Door was approved by Craig Ohlsen and installation will begin soon.
6.
June 18th, 2009 Special Meeting – A response letter was drafted and reviewed.  There were no changes to be made and will be mailed out this week.

Tax Lot Lands

A.
Rear of Airport (232/13) – Bob McWalters drew up a Conservation Deed for this property and the Selectmen nave signed it.  The transfer of $7,000.00 from the Conservation Fund to the Town of Deering general fund will be completed.  

B.
Roadway Parcel (222/4) – There is no clear title for this parcel.  The DCC is not willing to pay full price for this parcel.  An offer of $1,000.00 will be made.

C.
Land Locked Land (212/14) – There is no clear title for this property.  The DCC is not willing to pay full price for this property.  An offer of $2,000.00 will be made.

8.
ByLaws – Still in process.

New Business:
1.
SPNHF has a Purchase and Sale Agreement for 240 acres on the east face of Hedgehog Mountain.

2.
Beth Kelly contacted Ed Cobbett in regards to an individual whom is interested in donating monies for a memorial forest in his father’s name.  Ed Cobbett responded by recommending that this individual could make a donation to cover the surveying cost and have the two SPNHF properties on Hedgehog Mountain named as a memorial forest.  If that doesn’t work, we have more properties of interest that he may be able to help with.

3.
Invoices – A motions was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Keith Johnson to pay the following invoices.

A.
Invoice from Bob McWalters for the Easement and Recording fees to be paid out of the Conservation Fund in the amount of $581.78.

B.
Receipts from Ed Cobbett for food at the Special Meeting be paid out of the budget in the amount of $27.32.


C.
Invoice for Lake Testing be paid out of the budget in the amount of $140.00.

4.  
Water Testing – Gary Bono presented and reviewed the water testing results.  There were no big surprises.

5.
Tom Kulbacki Property (209/18) – Mr. Kulbacki contacted Ed Cobbett about maybe putting this property in conservation.  Ed Cobbett explained the various options available relative to protecting land and Mr. Kulbacki is reviewing these options and will get back to Ed Cobbett when he decides what he wants to do.

6.
Gary Bono stated that he is not able to put the signs up at the Samuels Property.

7.
Gary Bono has started monitoring the conservation lands in Deering.  Bob Garland will monitor three parcels, Gary Bono will do the McAlister parcel, and Ed Cobbett will monitor the Donovan parcel.
