Call to Order:
Chairman Ed Cobbett called the meeting to order at 7:55 p.m.

Treasurer’s Report:

Thus far, expenditures were $1,579.23 from a budget of $2,256.00.  A request for the 2010 budget has been received.  Everyone present agreed to make no changes for the 2010 budget.

Correspondence:
The communications were reviewed by the members of the Commission.  No actions were taken.  The only item of interest was a NHDES notification for Deering Lake property.  Ed Cobbett will see if any permits (Wetland and/or Shoreland) have been filed.

Old Business:

A motion was made by Bob Garland and seconded by Gary Bono to accept the August meeting minutes as printed.  All were in favor.

2.
PSNH Bartlett Hill Road Restoration – Ed Cobbett contacted Travis Beard about the completion of the gates.  Travis expected to be done with the gates by the end of this week.  There was a change in width from ten feet to fourteen feet so emergency vehicles could fit through them.

Martin Case ZBA Hearing Decision – The appeal was denied and is now in Craig Ohlsen’s hands.  They went to the property and took measurements and nothing was as located on the plan.  No building permit as been granted.

Downstairs Storage Room – The contractor will be insulating next week and will install door then.

June 18th, 2009 Special Meeting – A response letter from Mr. Gallagher has been received.  Ed Cobbett presented letter for review.

Tax Lot Lands

A.
Rear of Airport (232/13) – The paperwork has been recorded for this property.  The transfer of $7,000.00 from the Conservation Fund to the Town of Deering is complete.  

B.
Roadway Parcel (222/4) – An offer of $1,000.00 was made, as per last meeting discussion.  No response on this property.

C.
Land Locked Land (212/14) – An offer of $2,000.00 was made, as per last meeting discussion.  This offer was accepted by the Selectmen.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to have Ed Cobbett contact Bob McWalters to see what type of easement should be placed on this property and the costs associated with it.

7.
ByLaws – Still in process.

8.
Monitoring of Easements – Gary Bono has completed seven properties; Lindquist, Titcomb, Garland, Leghorn, Mighty Oaks, Burke, and Samuels.  Bob Garland has completed his three parcels; Roy, Shepards Crossing, and Ventor.  Ed Cobbett is in the process of completing Donovan parcel and has already completed Fish & Game.  Ed Cobbett will also do McAlister property.  All paperwork to be completed after next meeting.

New Business:

Surveying is underway once again on 240 acres on the east face of Hedgehog Mountain.  When speaking with Brian Hotz, he mentioned that the late Shirley Davidson wishes were to put his land in Deering into Conservation.  Ed Cobbett will follow up with Brian.  

2.
Ed Cobbett asked members if there was any thought on having another Conservation Day.  Gary Bono only made one statement that he felt people didn’t want to give their email addresses and advertisement for an event of this kind would have to be done by an alternate method.  This subject will be brought to the table again at the next meeting.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  All were in favor.
