PSNH Bartlett Hill Road Restoration – Both gates have been installed.  Gary Bono presented a picture for review by the board members.  Keys for these gates have been submitted to the Police Department, Fire Department, Highway Department, and in the Conservation Commission file.

Martin Case ZBA Hearing Decision – A new plan correcting the acreage was submitted to Craig Ohlsen.  The new plan did not meet variance regulations, therefore, no building permit was issued.

Downstairs Storage Room – The contractor will be installing the door next week.

Tax Lot Lands

A.
Rear of Airport (232/13) – This project is complete and the money has been transferred.

B.
Roadway Parcel (222/4) – Our offer of $1,000.00 was accepted.

C.
Land Locked Land (212/14) – Our offer of $2,000.00 was accepted.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to expend the money to purchase these properties.  All were in favor.

ByLaws – Still in process.

Monitoring of Easements – All properties have been completed and paperwork submitted.  The only items to note were that timber cutting was being performed on the Titcomb property and the Lindquist property is for sale.

2010 Budget – The budget for 2010 has been submitted with only a two percent increase, due to the cost rise for conservation campers.

New Business:

Daffodil Bulbs – Received a letter for Pia Sutherland asking for help to plant the daffodil bulbs on Saturday, October 10th.

Ed Cobbett asked members if there was any thought on having another Conservation Day.  Gary Bono thought there was not a good public outcome for the effort put forth.  It was suggested to do this event every other year or third year.

Water Testing Data – There were no surprises.  Conductivity was a little up from previous years.

Fall Cleanup Day – Gary Bono will draft letter and send to Keith Johnson so reminder cards can be sent out around October 18th.

Picnic Tables – Tables need to be stored.  Ed Cobbett will contact Peter Beard about maybe storing them at the highway barn or Tom Copadis.  Betsey McNaughten stated that if these options didn’t work, they could be stored on her property.
