Downstairs Storage Room – The contractor is having problems matching the door to the existing doors.  He will have a representative from the lumber company come out to look at it and order the correct door.

Tax Lot Lands – Ed Cobbett did not contact Bob McWalters in regards to the cost for both the roadway parcel (222/4) and land locked land (212/14).  He will get this done before the next meeting.

Dam Project – This project is complete for the year.  Gate will be repaired next spring.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to send a note of appreciation to DES.  All were in favor.  Gary Bono will draft this letter and send to Ed Cobbett for review.

New Business:

Lake Host Program – Larry Sutherland was present to consider our options for next years lake testing.  The estimate on our lake fund account is between $7,500-$8,000.  The estimated cost to run this program for one year is around $4,000.  It was the general consensus to try and stretch out the remaining lake fund account.  It was suggested that the DCC investigate to see if the Budget Committee placed funds in the budget for this purpose in 2010.  If it was not funded in the proposed budget, Ed Cobbett will contact Craig Ohlsen to see what the deadline date is for submitting a warrant article to the Selectmen.  The Budget Committee meeting is on the 16th, which Larry Sutherland will attend.

2.
Dam – Gary Bono trimmed hemlocks at the dam area.

Biosolids – Ed Cobbett brought up the issue of a local farmer wanting to use biosolids on his fields.  Ed Cobbett did some research on this and presented his findings to the members.  Ed Cobbett would like to get a warrant article passed allowing the use of biosolids.  Ed Cobbett will contact Craig Ohlsen to see what the deadline date is for submitting a warrant article to the Selectmen.
