Milfoil Monitoring at Deering Lake – The Budget Committee already put $3,500.00 for this testing.

Alternative Conservation Camp – Gary Bono looked online and thought that another 4H camp was closing.  He will look again to confirm and Ed Cobbett will investigate also.

4.
Downstairs Storage Room – A representative from the lumber is looking for the correct door.

Tax Lot Lands – Ed Cobbett is waiting for prices from Bob McWalters in regards to the cost for both the roadway parcel (222/4) and land locked land (212/14).

ByLaws – Still in process.

7.
Dam Project – This project is complete for the year.  Gate will be repaired next spring.

8.
Biosolids – Ed Cobbett presented this subject to Craig Ohlsen to bring to the Selectmen.  Ed Cobbett will attend the Selectmen meeting on Wednesday evening.

Martin Case – This case is being filed once again with the Zoning Board.  Ed Cobbett will find out the date for the meeting.

New Business:

Lake Recreation Area – The Town of Deering was looking at mandatory parking permits for Deering Lake.  This has come to a stop until the State of New Hampshire receives notification of their plans on the leased area.

Camp Tuckernuck – Ed Cobbett was talking with Brian Hotz and learned that this area will be coming up for lease.  This area has a small dining area, changing room, out house, two to three cabins, a tent platform, ball field, volleyball area, and electricity is available all the way to the lake.

Wood Duck Boxes – Bob Garland and Ed Cobbett will take care of this project.  Gary Bono has four boxes already put together, if needed.  Gary Bono advised to try and put up at least ten percent of total boxes.

Town Meeting Display – Ed Cobbett wanted to know if there were any thoughts on this issue.  Gary Bono stated to keep it similar to previous years to include a slide show, conserved lands map display, and 11x17 maps to hand out.  

5.
SPNHF Properties – Brian Hotz stated that Parent Land closed on December 21st, 2009 and Sherl Davison Land closed on December 31st, 2009.  Ed Cobbett will ask Brian Hotz for updated map for Keith Johnson.  The gates at Sky Farm have been replaced.  The gates at Lily Pond were illegally opened, but will remain opened until March 15th, 2010 and then relocked.
