Call to Order:
Chairman Ed Cobbett called the meeting to order at 7:43 p.m.

Attendance:
Chairman Ed Cobbett, Bob Garland, and Gary Bono.

Treasurer’s Report:
The DCC received an official report from the Town of Deering for April 2010 dated March 4th, 2010.  The only expenses were for secretarial fees.  $266.91 has been spent out of a budget of $2,287.00.

Correspondence:

The communications were reviewed by the members of the Commission.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to expend $300.00 out of the weed fund for our annual membership to the NH Lakes Association.

Old Business:
1.
A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to accept the May meeting minutes as printed.  All were in favor.

2.
Alternative Conservation Camp – The cost per camper for the Maine Alternative Camp for this year was $595.00.  No campers will be sent this year.  Hopefully, the Barry Camp in Berlin, New Hampshire will be up and running next year.

3.
Bookshelf for Downstairs Storage Room – Ed Cobbett looked at prices at the Mill Store ($300.00).  He will check Staples for a better price.

Tax Lot Lands – Ed Cobbett has not received any deeds yet.

5.
ByLaws – Still in process.

6.
Lake Recreational Area – Parking permits are now required at Deering Lake.  The last time Ed Cobbett spoke with the State, they said that a separate fund needed to be set up for permit fees.  As of this date, no fund has been set up.  The Town did revise some regulations.  The permits will be required Memorial Day through Labor Day at a price of $15.00.  No day fees allowed.  Ed Cobbett will make another call to the State and meet with the Selectmen to talk about the Commissions’ concerns.

7.
Johnson Property – The appraisal came back at $55,000.00.  The funding for the purchasing of this property has been resolved.

New Business:
1.
Funding for Johnson Property – An anonymous donor will provide funding for the purchase of the property, the Russell Foundation will be paying for registration and legal fees, and the DCC will pay $2,000.00 Stewardship Fund for Forest Society.

2.
Longwoods Road Culvert Relining – Peter Beard is having a person come in to reline the Manselville Brook culvert.  New culvert will have steps in them for wildlife during low water events.  Ed Cobbett will find out the possibility of a fan outfall to the Contoocook River also.

3.
Building on Conservation Land Behind Airport – Ed Cobbett talked with Travis Beard about demolishing the building on the conservation lot behind the airport.  He will pile demolition to the side and we will tarp it until we are able to burn.  Estimated cost is $800.00-$1,000.00.  Also will take some small trees out and seed for food plots.  A motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to expend $35.00 for an asbestos roof sample and $800.00-$1,000.00 for the demolition of the building.  Ed Cobbett has already spoke with someone to pick up all metal from this property.

4.
Ed Cobbett will get meters to Gary Bono for water testing.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Gary Bono and seconded by Bob Garland to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m.  All were in favor.
