This month’s report will cover the period from 1 August to 31 August 2010.
The Deering Fire and Rescue responded to 17 calls during the month.
Engine One continued to have problems with its Air Conditioning.  This problem was eventually diagnosed and the apparatus will be having the A/C unit recharged soon.  The water tank indicator gauge on Engine One was replaced at Valley Transportation.

Although the brakes on Engine Two were adjusted, they still require further maintenance during State Inspection in September.  
Lieutenant Rene Boyer resigned due to work commitments.  FF/EMT Matt Wilmot has also resigned since he will be relocating out of the area.  We thank them both for their contributions to the Department. 
Fire Training was conducted at the acquired structure at 207 Lake Shore Drive.  On the 17th members of the Department practiced laddering and ventilation while our Explorers had their first taste of building search and rescue.  On the 21st we performed the live burn evolution which was successful.  It consisted of LDH pumping and master stream deployment.  We were assisted by the Weare Fire Department who sent an Engine and Rescue for support.  We’d like to express our thanks to the Martinedge family for providing us with this valuable opportunity for hands on training.
EMS Training on the 24th was Report Narrative Writing presented by Lieutenant Cindy Gidley.  The Technical Rescue Skills class that began in July ended on the 7th of August with five of our members completing the program.
The Comedy Night fundraiser on the 7th was well attended and featured three Boston area comedians.  We’d like to thank everyone that supported us and hope that we can make this annual event even more successful next year.

Our annual family barbecue on the 22nd was a lot of fun despite the rain.  Thanks once again to Oxbow Campground for being our gracious host.
